Check-In  
Check-in begins at 4:15 p.m. Please meet your Educator at the picnic tables on the north side 
of Parking Lot 4 to receive your overnight parking permit and turn in your signed consent 
forms. 
 
 
 
 
 
The program begins at 4:30 p.m. Please plan to have your overnight gear unloaded from your 
vehicle and your group assembled at the picnic tables by 4:30 p.m. (see below). Any youth or 
adults arriving after 5:00 p.m. will unfortunately not be permitted into the visitor complex, and 
your program will be forfeited.  This is due to security protocols on NASA property. 
 
Group Leaders: 

 On arrival – pick up tickets from the ticket window or inside at Guest Services. 

 Conduct a head count to see who has or has not arrived. 

 Give instructions to your group to start unloading the gear and wait for an Education 
staff member to meet you in Parking Lot 4.  

 Turn in all completed consent forms into Education staff when asked.  

 Give final adult and final youth head count to Education staff when asked.  

 Have youth in groups of ten with at least one chaperone.

Preparing for Your Trip 

Age Requirements 
Program is limited to youth ages 7 to 14 years. We reserve the right to deny overnight 
participation to any youth not in this age range. All chaperones must be at least 21 years of 
age.  
 

Overnight Gear and Luggage Restrictions 
You will need to carry your luggage from your parked vehicle, through Security, to our 
luggage transport. Please bring no more than you can easily carry. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Please note: All luggage will be stowed together – there are no private lockers, so please do 
not pack valuables. If you bring additional items (such as a purse or backpack), you will need 
to carry them with you during the program.  
 

Rain Plan  
Even if the forecast is not predicting rain, please pack your pillows and sleeping bags in a 
plastic bag (such as a large trash bag) to protect them from getting wet in case of afternoon 
rains. We will be walking from building to building. This program runs rain or shine, so be 
prepared for the possibility of walking in the rain.  
 

Where Will I Be Sleeping? 
You will be sleeping inside Space Shuttle 
Atlantis® facility. The facility tells the 
incredible story of NASA’s 30-year Space 
Shuttle Program. The building is air-
conditioned and gets cold at night. The 
floors are also firm as this is an attraction 
flooring. Please dress accordingly, and 
bring any compact air mattresses, sleeping 
bags and roll-up mats for sleeping.  
 
Please note: Space Shuttle Atlantis does 
not have any tables or chairs. There is a 
limited amount of bench seating. If you 
have a physical disability and need special 
assistance, please let us know in advance.  
 
 
 

There is space for each guest to stow one piece of carry-on 
sized luggage (10”x16”x24”) and one plastic bag with a 

pillow and sleeping bag inside.  
All stowed items must be clearly labeled with your name.

Included Activities 

Astronaut Encounter with a NASA astronaut  
Hear an inspiring presentation, and engage a veteran NASA astronaut who has “been 
there, done that” in a question-and-answer session. 
 

Space Shuttle Atlantis Exploration 
Participants will experience a two-hour guided exploration of the home of space 
shuttle Atlantis. The adventure begins with a dramatic wraparound video presentation 
that follows the shuttle from its inception, through the engineering process, and into 
space. You will then meet the star of the show, the orbiter Atlantis, which completed 33 
missions in earth orbit before retiring to Florida. During a walk down tour of this 
spacecraft, our educators will point out its key design features and explain how space 
technology has been used to further our understanding of the world and beyond. You 
will also have the chance to interact with a variety of exhibits and simulators, including 
a virtual spacewalk, a crawl-through model of the International Space Station, a re-
entry slide and an interactive space science demonstration. 

Engineering Design Challenge 

Participants will work together or in competing teams to solve an engineering design 
challenge inspired by the International Space Station’s truss assembly. Using K’nex 
pieces and engineering principles, you will design and build a truss that can span a gap 
and support weight. This hands-on, brains-on challenge gives Overnight Adventurers a 
chance to use their teamwork, communication, collaboration and creativity!  

 

Sleep Under Atlantis 
Participants will retrieve their overnight gear and get ready for bedtime under space 
shuttle Atlantis. A late-night snack is provided. You will be sleeping indoors on the first 
floor; there are electrical outlets if you need to inflate an air mattress or use a CPAP 
machine, but we cannot guarantee that you will be able to charge electronic devices. 
For safety reasons, we ask that you sleep only in designated sleep zones.  
 

Morning Activities 
The Education staff will wake you bright and early to get you on your way for your Day 
2 adventures. After packing up your gear, you will enjoy a continental breakfast and 
then gather for closing activities and presentations. Our educators will escort you to 
your vehicles so you can load your gear and then return through the main gate to 
explore Kennedy Space Center Visitor Complex on your own throughout the day.

 Follow directions from Education staff at all times.  

 NASA security policy states: there can be NO exiting Space Shuttle Atlantis building at 
any time once lights are off for the night. Silent alarms are activated on the exterior 
doors. 

 Shoes or slippers are required until sleep time. 

 All participants must sleep in the designated sleep zone.  

 After lights-out, youth participants may NOT leave their sleep zones unless escorted by 
a chaperone.  

 If you need to leave before the program ends (8:30AM), you must make arrangements 
ahead of time with the education staff.
